interesting talk on Dante’s “Divina Com-
media,” given Friday noon hour, Decem-
ber 19, in Room 211. This splendid lec-
ture, especially arranged for Il Circolo,
was an original illustrated interpretation
of Dante’s masterpiece. Dante was not a
prophet, as some critics may think, but a
true scientist, who discovered such scien-
tific laws which centuries later became
incorporated by others. One of these was
the law of gravitatien. Much of the
credit which is given to Columbus for
the discovery of America should really be
attributed to Dante, because it was in the
Divine Comedy that navigators and
geographers of those times found support
for their belief that the earth was round.
Still another truth which Dante estab-
lished is the position of both the north
and south poles.
~ Dante was not only a scientist but also
a great psychologist. Tn his travels with
Virgil he passes through Inferno, Pur-
gatory, and Paradise. The poor souls in
Inferno are subject to a material venial
punishment a sufferance of body and
soul. In Purgatory, on the other hand.
the poor souls suffer a spiritual venial
punishment, whereas in Paradise the souls
who appear human in every respect but
in substance, send out rays of white light
from all sides, and this maenificent halo.
which encircles them is significant of
carthly goodness and heavenly love.

The judges
were Centessa Irene di Robilant, Pro-
fessor Grandgent and Dr. John Finley.
Miss Marino will be recalled as playing
Dante Alighieri in the Vision of Dante,
produced at Hunter by Il Circolo on
October 26th. Miss Marino also playel
~ [talia Unita in the Masque of the Sis-
ters, given by Il Circolo for the Forum
in 1920, and written by Miss Byrnes,
Miss Marino and Miss Miseo.

At a dinner at Giolito’s on Wednesday
evening, December 28th, under the aus-
pices of the Ttalian Intercollegiate As-
sociation, the Contessa di Robilant pre-
sented the prize to Miss Marino together
with the Dante Medal from the Nation-
“al Dante Committee.

On Monday, November 28th,"the mem-
bers of Il Circolo Italiano had the
pleasure of listening to the Rev. Mr.
Buffa’s interesting talk on “Modern
Ttalian Drama and Dramatists.” We
hope that Mr. Buffa will give us another
such talk in the near future.

Modern Italian drama has followed
the general trend toward realism, but as
the speaker said, the Italian dramatists
are realistic or romantic as they choose.
The most famous modern dramatist is
Gabriel D’Annunzio. His plays are
really episodeszconceived in exquisitely
beautiful language. H is a painter who
uses beautiful words for pigment.
D’Annunzio has never taught in his
plays. His purpose is to show his char-
acters’ emotions and his own. His ap-
peal is purely sensuous. Of his works,
one can mention La Gioconda, La Citta
Morta, Francesca da Rimini, Il Martiro
di San Sebastiano, and the beautiful
pastoral, Les Figlia d’_I)Qorio. )

He is a romanticist. His best known
work is Papa Eccellenza, a comedy
showing the troubles of a man who as
a member of Parliament and a father
must play two roles.

The best known Italian dramatist out-
side of Italy is Sem Benelli, author of
The Jest€La Cena delle Beﬂ'e}and
L’Amore dei Tre Re done into grand
opera.

On $fay 8, 11 Circolo Italiano had
the honor ‘and pleasure of hearing
the Countess Irene Di Rabilant speak
on the greatly agitat ! topic “Fasci-
sino.”

so, that several timies she received
decorations for valor from the Italian
Government. Nor did her zeal end
with the war. She came to America
and helped organize the Italy-America
Society whose first president was the
Hon. Charles Evans Hughes. Now
Countess Di Rabilant is Assistant
Manager of the Italy-America Society.
During her periodical stays in Italy,
she closely watched Fascismo grow
and assert itself.

Rich and Poor Attend State
Schools

Countess Di Rabilant opened her
speech by describing the extremely
democratic environment of the Ita-
lian student which is due to the fact
that all, rich and poor, must attend
the state schools. Even those who
receive private tuition must go to the
state schools for examinations.

Then she traced the growth of Fas-
cismo back to the student days of the
present leaders. This democracy in
school life had instilled in the hearts
of many, that feeling of intense pa-
triotism, which became the basis of
the Fascisti principles. The Fascisti

" party, though it was not called this,

started its pro-patria propaganda at
the very outset of the war by com-
batting the unpatriotic pacifists who
tried to arouse discontent at home.
This sort of activity continued during
the war until Ttaly reached that cri-
tical stage, shortly after the armistice,
when it seemed as if Italy would not
receive her unredeemed lands and the
Socialists cried “We told you so.”
Fascisti Distributed Patriotic
‘Works
At that time, the Socialists had the
majority in Parliament and passed
such anti-Italian laws as prohibited
the further publication and distribu-
tion of certain patriotic works which
had formerly been required in the
schools.

Then it was that Benito Mussolini
organized his Fasci (bands) and with
renewed vigor took the offensive
against the radicals by financing a
new edition of the books and prac-
tically giving them away at the
school doors of a certain city. Here
it was that the first party struggle
took place. From that time on, they
were almost daily ogcurrences be-
cause each Fascisti, upon entering his
Fascio or band, swore that, in his
presence, he would not permit any
word or act of disloyalty to Italy.

The culminating point came when
the Fascisti took ‘over the railr(_\_ads
as soon as they learned of a pro-
posed strike. The day which was to
see Italy paralyzed according to the
socialists’ plans, on the contrary, was
the one which saw her rise about

party machinations and respond

whole-heartedly to the call of her
true patriots—the Fascisti.

A short time after, following the
‘black shirt convention’ at Naples,
Mussolini marched to Rome with
]‘0,000 strong—not to depose the king,

but to ask the king for special elec-
tions, saying that the response of the
people to his appeal showed that they
were dissatisfied with: the existing
sovernment. Accordingly, King Victor
Emanuel, exercising a constitutional
power, dismissed Hon. Facta, then the
Prime Minister and held special elec-
tions. As is well known, the Fascisti
. ceived the majority and Benito
Mussolini was made Prime Minister.

Countess Di Rabilant then outlined
some very interesting comparisons
between this ‘black-shirt revolution’
or evolution anid the Red-Shirt Ris-
orgimento or Unification of 1870.
Italian Women Do Not Want Vote

In closing, Countess Di Rabilant
touched upon the woman suffrage
question. She said that Italian wom-
en do not want the vote, because if
they did, they would have received it
long ago. She pointed out that with
all the fields of endcavor open to her,
as they are, and her incomparable
influence, the Italian woman does
more towards governing her coun-
try than if the great mass of women
had the ballot.

Il Circolo was founded, 1911-12, by
Celeste Sparaccio, with Miss Sara
Montgomery, a noted psychologist, as
its first Faculty Adviser. At the
same time Professor Katherine Kunz-
Schmidt, one of the finest Italian
scholars in America, opened up the
treasure house of Italian literature to
Hunter students. The courses were
most successful until the Great War
interrupted the plans for their exten-
sion.

After the marriage of Miss Montgo-
mery, in 1916, Professor Clara Byrnes
was asked by Il Circolo to become
Faculty Adviser to the organization.
Il Circolo now entered with enthus-
iasm into war work and social service.
The Club assisted in raising the funds
for the war ambulance Hunter sent to
the Italian front.  This ambulance
was named after the poet-professor,
Helen Gray Cone, Head of the De-
partment of English Literature at that
time. Helen Gray Cone is a great
lover of Italy and was a generous con-
tributor to all the projects of Il Cir-
colo.

Il Circolo raised and sent, through
Count Maechi di Cellere in the Fall
of 1916, eight hundred dollars to the
refugees in Venezia; this was followed
by gifts almost as large to the Croce
Rossa and the anti-malaria campaign
in Southern Italy. At the same time,
Il Circolo was deing draft-work, hos-
pital work, and work unnder the Fed-

eral Children’s Bursau. . Domeniea

Porcelli won the Hunter “H” for he-
roism in the field, after the South
Amboy munition explosion, in the fall
of 1918,

With peace, Il Circolo turned tow-
ard dramatic work and the promotion
of Ttalian studies at Hunter. The
members vowed that they never rest
until an Italian Department was
founded at Hunter. Petition after
petition was sent to the Faculty.

Each year two or more plays have
been produced: Bracco, Morselli, Pi-
randello, Salvestri, end above Goldo-
ni!  An operetta Rossignolo was a
marked success. Goldoni became the
strongest favorite of the Club, but in
1921, everything wds dropped except
the work on a great Dante pageant.
Episodes were arcanged in a striking
sequence, and through the courtesy
of Father Finn, the Paulist Choristers
sang a program of mediaeval music
to accompany La Visione di Dante.
A version in English was given for
the College; an Italian rendition for

the great Italian ‘audience which gath-

made a number ol translations fro
the Venetian dialect comedies of Car-
lo Goldoni, which were given with
great sucess by the Circolo. Among
these were The Ladies who were curi-
ous (Le Donne Curiose), Honorable
Maid” (Puta Onorata,) and The New
House. The Circolo has produced
more Goldoni plays than any other
organization in America.

At least, through the splendid sup-
port and encouragement of Miss Clau-
dine Gray, Professor of Romance Lan-
guage and the never-ending work of
the students of -Ttalian descent, the
Major and Minor in Italian literature
and language were founded.

Never was there a better example
of Roman fortitude, Italian idealism
and American pluck than in the up-
hill fight of these gallant girls, at last
crowned with success, and promising
a glorious growth.

SPEAKS ON ITALIAN MUSIC

Discusses Difference Between
German and Italian Overas

Co/r,n?n /Hon Italo Carlo Fald,‘ycﬁz—

tor-in-chief of the PROGRESSO, addressed
I Circolo Ttaliano last Monday in

room 307 during lunch hour. Dr. Ce-

roni of the Italian Department intro-
duced Comm. Hon. Falbo to the club
and said that he is truly the “Father
of Il Progresso Italo-Americano.”

Hon. Falbo spoke of the role the
Italians have played and are still
playing in the world of music. He
traced the development of Italian mu-
sic, bringing to mind the fact that
Frato Guido D’Arezzo, an Italian
Benedictine monk was the inventor of
the present system of musical notes.
“La Dafne” was the first opera that
marked the triumph of melody which
found its master exponent in Giuseppe
Verdi. Hon. Falbo then discussed the
[ralian-German controversy, pointing
out that the Italian opera has more
melody and feeling while the German
opera has more instrumental accom-
paniment and more intellectual char-
acter., This controversy was closed
when Mozart and Verdi, in their ar-
“tistic compositions, fused German tech-
nique together with Italian melody.

Hon. Falbo concluded his talk by
enumerating the present Italian con-
tributions to the musical world. Ar-
turo Toscanini is surely the best con-
ductor; both Rosa Ponselle and Lily
Pons are of Italian descent; and ar-
tists like Gigli and Martinelli still
bring great delight to many with their
art. Italy holds the first place in
music and it is to be hoped that the
present and future Italian generations
will continue and vphold the tradition
of their country.

Professor Gray Talks To
ltalian C|uk2 on Moliere

Reviews Historical Forms
And Influence of
ltalian Comedy «

On Thursday, October 29th; Pro-
fessor Claudine Gray addressed the
Italian Club on “The Influence of
Italian Comedy on Moliere.”

Back in the 16th century, there
existed two forms of comedy: the
sustained and the improvised. The
first type was the usual comedy
performed by amateurs or profes-
sionals who learned their roles.
The last type, “commedia dell’
arte,” was performed by profes-
sionals who knew beforehand the
situations, exits and entrances, but
who had to improvise the dialogue
in the course of the play. Cer-
tain characters, with slight trans-
formations through the centuries,
became well-known and beloved by
the populace. Pantalone, usually a
merchant of Venice, was the old
duffer who would fall in love with
some young woman. His old crony,
Doctor Gratiano, pedagogue, char-
latan or councillor from Bologna,
was the father or the husband of
the heroine and he would also fall
in love with a young woman—not
his wife. The two old fools worked
together. They would disguise
themselves and immediately be
duped by the hero or the hero’s
gervant, the celebrated Zanni.

There are reasons why this type
of comedy—*“la commedia dell’
arte” had the chance of great de-
velopment in Italy. True, its ele-
ments—farcical amuséments, mask-

ed clowns and intrigues — Wwere,

widespread in the 16th century. But
the Italians had the mimetic talent
par excellence, moreover, they en-
joyed the support of patrons for a
longer period than any other coun-
try and thus had the opportunity
for perfection of freedom.

By the middle of the 16th cen-
tury the fame of these characters
was just about reaching its peak.
Fach actor grew into his part.
Troops traveled all over Italy. By
1550 there were as many as ten to
twelve public theatres established
in the larger cities—Mantua, Ven-
ice, Siena, Rome and Florence. It
was customary for each troop to
choose a symbolic name and motto
for itself. We hear of the “Gelosi”
(the jealous ones), who were jeal-

ous of their art, and jealous of |

making the people merry. Theiz
fame spread to France. Having
been invited by Henry III to Blois |
during the session of the Estates

General, they were arrested and |
detained by the Huguenots in
Southern France and hence arrived “
late. Henry took them-to Paris to |
perform in' the Petit Bourbon

1’Hotel de Bourgogne, finding

it hard to compete with the

“Gelosi” was influential in

having the Italian troop sent back
to Ifaly. a

From 1599-1624 there were about
eight Italian companies in France.
Quarrels between Frencl and Ital-
ian performers were without end.
But it seemed that the Italian plays
were more popular because of their
vivacity and dramatic eifect. As
the French ‘“commedia dell’arte”
was on the decline, the Italian com-
media was reaching its culminating
{point. In 1645 Tiberio Fiurelli,
member of an exceptional company
at the Petit Bourbon, was well liked
by Louig XIV. Fiurelli was better
known by the character he played
—Scaramouche—somewhat like the
Spanish Capetan.
was also making a vivid impression
on the young Moliere, who was
seized with the urge to rmirare the
wandering: Italian troupes. In
1645, Moliere, 23, led the Theatre
Ilustre.

He traveled for twelve years.
On his return to Paris he imme-
diately set to work borrowing Ital-
ian plots, imitating Italian drama-
tic methods of characterization and
improvisation. In his “Precieuses
Ridicules” Mascarille is the valet |
of the old comedy. Arleschino be-
comes an educated, intelligent
scoundrel under tde name or Doml-
nique. “Le Bourgeois Gentil-
homme” is none other thaa Pan-
talone—the stupid old man in love.

ACT I, Two soldiers of don Rodrigo, a very powerful Spanish lord living in Italy
during the seventeenth century, warn don Abbondio, curate of a small town near Lecco,
not to perform the marriage of two peasants, Renzo Trameglino and Lucia londella.,

The timid priest is compelled to agree. After attempting to make excuses to Renzo,
don Abbondio finally confesses that it is don Rodrigo who stands in the way of the
marriage. Fra Cristoforo, a kindly Franciscen monk and a friend of the poor, asks
the betrothed couple to be patient. Promising to help them, he leaves for don Rodri-
go's castle.

ACT II. Fra Cristoforo fails to make don Rodrigo agree to the marriage of Lucia and
Renzo. At the suggestion of Agnese, Lucia's mother, the fiancés secretly go before
don Abbondig in an attempt to force him to officiate at their marriage, but their
plan fails. Fra Cristoforo, informed of don Rodrigo's scheme to kidnap Lucia, urges
the two dejected peasants and Agnese to flee to Milan.

ACT III. Renzo, upon reaching Milan, finds that the city is not only infested with
the bubonic plague but is also in a state of famifie. He is arrested for participas.
ting in an uprising against the food laws which have just been passed.

In the meantime, don Rodrigo asks L'Innominato, the most powerful noblem&n
of the region, for help in his plan to kidnap Lucia. L'Innominato agrees and sends
his own henchman to carry out the scheme. When Lucia is brought before him, L!'Inno-
minato is touched by her pleadings and promises to freec her., She invokes the Blessed
Virgints aid and vows never to marry Renzo if she is safely restored to her mother.

L'Innominato begins to repent of his many misdeeds. He visits the Cardinal
Federico Borromeo and is finally converted to the Catholic faith.

Renzo sets out to look for Lucia but instead meets in the "lazzaretto" Fra
Cristoforo who is efflicted with the plague, The friar urges Renzo to seck Lucia in
the adjoining "lazzaretto". Renzo finds the young girl but she is unwilling to re-
turn with him to their village because of her vow.

Fra Cristoforo absolves Lucia from the vow and assures her that she is frec
to fulfill her promise to Renzo. Renzo and Lucia are finally married by don Abbondio.
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
